
 
 

Instructions and Requirements for Viewing a Live Video Stream 
 
To access the Wayne County Streaming Video Gateway (pre-beta name), open a web browser to the 
following URL: 
 

http://channel.resa.net 
 
The site hosts many streaming vide assets, both Live and on Demand, which all require the free 
QuickTime Player (version 7 or above) application from Apple Computer. This application may be 
downloaded, for both Mac and Windows computers, using the  ÔGet QuickTimeÕ link along the top blue 
navigation area of the website. Once downloaded, you must install the application using the actual 
ÔQuickTime InstallerÕ file. 
 
However, you may already have QuickTime installed. To test your connectivity at least a day before the 
Live event you wish to view, click either the ÔLive StreamÕ link along the top blue navigation area of 
the website or on the ÔVIEW Õ link next to ÔLive Stream: (event title)Õ just under the top navigation area. 
 
On the next screen, you will see an interface 
similar to the one to the right of this text. 
 
This interface displays information about the 
event, such as title and Live broadcast times, of the 
currently streaming Live event. 
 
To play the current Live stream, click on the dark 
blue rectangle that says ÔPlay Video.Õ 
 
Upon doing so, the QuickTime Player application 
will launch, and the video should begin playing in 
a few seconds. It may be green at first, but will 
correct itself within four seconds.
